Tredyffrin
and Easttown townships do indeed provide funding, however their contributions
represent less than 25% of what it costs to provide Fire, Rescue & EMS services
to the community and there is no dedicated tax to fund us. Fundraising is a vital
component to our revenue stream and we must appeal to you annually for a
contribution. Our fundraising campaigns receive a response of less than 30%
of homes and less than 10% of businesses. Please don’t be part of the 70% of
households and 90% of business that do not support our efforts! We are here for
you in your time of need, please be there for us.
